Kate advised that the Council could not adopt the road because it is a cul-de-sac with no turning head.  The residents are discussing with the council how to better delineate the boundary between Albany Terrace and Stephenson Terrace and how to improve the signage.

Nicky advised that anyone can use the Council’s website to report lighting faults and that this has proved to be the most effective method.
7.4  Neighbourhood Watch:
Neighbourhood Watch could constitute a page on a BSRA website.

We confirmed that the Neighbourhood Watch has no entity beyond the BSRA, is core to BSRA’s mission and is a selling point to new members.
